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GNNA ACCOMPLISHMENTS 

Each year GNNA provides $500 scholarships to three local students to help pay for books as they continue their education at local junior colleges and universities.   In most cases the young students are the first to go to college in their family.
For several years GNNA has helped low income families pay registration costs for their young daughters to participate in the local Girls’ Softball League.   

In 2009 GNNA helped pay for funeral expenses for a Hispanic low income family whose young son was killed in a hit and run accident.

Last year GNNA purchased library books for a local Elementary School who finally was able to establish a library for their students with the help of one of our members.

GNNA purchased food, clothes, blankets and Christmas gifts at local businesses like Wal-Mart and Bel Air for  low income neighborhood families.  Some families have children with severe disabilities and fathers that have lost their jobs. 
GNNA provided back packs filled with school supplies to children from low income families.
Annually GNNA provides a Christmas Dinner and children’s gifts to approximately 70 local residents.  Participants include the elderly and the unemployed.   
Each year GNNA helps feed seniors at a local senior center.
Annually GNNA pays for neighborhood children of low income families to attend summer camp.

· Free tax preparation information.
· Natomas levee improvement updates and flood insurance information.

· Regional transit changes to local routes.

· Free home safety modification for low income home owners, focusing on the elderly and the disabled.

· Information on free exterior painting of homes for eligible home owners, focusing on homes owned by the elderly and the disabled.  This program is known as “Paint the Town”.

· Community improvements which include local parks and street safety.
